Each unit is comprised of
a nurses station that is
optimally located for mon-
itoring corridors, ease of
service, and convenient
lounges visible from the
nurses stations. The
most prominent plan fea-
ture, the green house
courtyards, have skylights
and are conditioned for
year-round use and pro-
vide a unique opportunity
for residents and attract
community involvement.
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
